Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of deaths in children age 2 to 14. But with the proper use of a car seat, you can protect your baby from injury. From the moment a baby leaves a hospital, a car seat is standard safety gear, and it’s non-negotiable. Along with the car seat go some basic rules. Among them: never place a rear-facing car seat in the front seat of a vehicle that has an air bag. If the bag inflates, it will hit the back of the car seat, right where your baby’s head is, and could cause serious injury or death. Air bags were not designed for children.
